Our Vision

Our Vision for “Kid City” is to establish in the hearts of the children an active faith toward God and His Word; by example, by God’s Word, and by being led by the Holy Spirit.  

Kid City is patterned after the adult service.  After praise and worship, we introduce the memory verse, have a lesson and a visual, and take up an offering.  We use puppets, drama, object lessons, visual aids and storytelling.  We end the service with games and prizes to encourage the children to learn.  We allow the Holy Spirit to have His way in our classes and we minister to children individually. 

Kid City ministers to the 5 – 12 year old children. 

The goal of each Teacher, Teacher Assistant, Youth Assistant, and Sound Room Technicians; is to be lead by the Holy Spirit to minister to the children.

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Policy

Kid City’s Ministry Policies

1. Applicants who want to minister in Kid’s City Ministry must complete an application and be interviewed.  Upon approval, they will be assigned as Teacher, Assistant, Helper, etc.

2. Faithfulness and punctuality are required of all workers.  When you make a commitment, you are expected to be present and on time.  If you have to be absent, please give at least a 3-day notice.  In emergencies, call Julie LeFauve at 770-591-5301.

3. All Workers are required to attend the regular services at least twice a month and required to stay current with the services by listening to the tape of the service missed.

4. All workers are required to read the Kid City manual, and attend scheduled meetings.

5. All Kid City Workers should be prepared for their class.  They should take time praying and/or preparing during the week.  Teachers and Assistants are responsible to develop special techniques for ministering to the children.  Including storytelling, games, puppets, skits and object lessons.
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
