Memory verse games:

1. Races – boys against girls

2. Write the Memory Verse on grease board, have all say the         verse, start erasing words from the board, until all words are erased.  They must say the verse each time a word is erased.

3. Pop-up game – If wearing red stand and say, blue and so forth keep them jumping up and down.  Must be done semi-fast.

4. Impressions, say in a baby voice, country, southern, yodel, etc.

5. Memory Verse scramble – Have the memory verse printed and placed in an envelope one word on each piece of paper, have 2 teams, they must assemble the memory verse in order.  You can add extra words to a short memory verse to make it more challenging.

6. Tape one word of each verse to the bottom of chairs, randomly picked.  Kids must look under the chairs to find the words then assemble.  Do this as boys against girls.

Ideas for Review Games:

1. Chicken game, small balloons tied around ankles – pop the balloons.

2. Food toss in mouth using skittles, M&M’s, popcorn or other small candies.

3. Spoon games, balance eggs on spoon.  (Hard-boiled).

4. M&M sorting game.

5. Balance M&M’s on nose.

6. Scavenger hunt.  Out door game, need the room.

7. Whipping cream – hide things to find in the whipping cream.  M&M’s, skittles, or any small candy.

8. Balloon stomping.

9. Gum chewing bubble-blowing race.  The biggest bubble wins

10.  Balloon between legs

11.  Balloons between kid’s foreheads.

12.  Cut out 8 large circles for 2 teams. Have 4 kids on each team.  Each team gets 4 circles.  The first child takes all 4 circles, places the 1st circle on the floor, jumps onto circle, places 2nd circle on floor and jumps into circle, while the second child jumps onto the first circle, and so forth the last child picks up the circles behind him after jumping onto the circles.  Then turn around and go back the other way.  The first team to go forward and back to start wins.  It is a quick game. 
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
